The corporate ticket book, at $165, is ideal for businesses desiring the convenience of being able to distribute tickets to multiple clients over the course of the week. 

The popular Foursome Pack also will return and will again include four any day tournament tickets, four lanyards and ticket holders, $20 in concession cash, a one-day VIP parking pass, and a merchandise discount coupon, all for just $175 (a $275 value). The Foursome Pack will be limited to the first 500 purchases. 

“The Foursome Pack continues to be our most popular package,” said Pellegrino. “It includes just about everything a group of four would need to attend the tournament. At $175, it ranks as one of the best deals in Chicago sports.” 

Juniors to be admitted free

Some new offerings for 2011 include an updated junior ticket policy. Juniors 16 and under will be admitted FREE any day of the week, Monday through Sunday, when accompanied by a ticketed adult. In years past juniors were only admitted free on practice round days.

Premier Parking passes will be available for $25 per day, and are available Thursday-Sunday of tournament week. Only 200 spots are available per day. Grey Goose Lounge Upgrades will again be available for $15 per day for any day clubhouse tickets only. The Lounge is located at the 15th green. Grey Goose cocktails will be available for purchase.

“The Grey Goose Lounge was well received last year by our fans, and this year we will be expanding the popular outside patio area making it roomier and even more fan friendly,” said Pellegrino.  

The BMW Championship – the third event in the PGA TOUR Playoffs for the FedExCup – returns in 2011 to Cog Hill Golf & Country Club in Lemont, Ill., the week of Sept. 12-18.
